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Screening rates in Australia

· Nationally, cervical screening rates have fallen for women aged 20–69 years from a high of 62.6% in 1997–1998 to 61.2% in 2007–2008 (AIHW, 2010). This is a drop of 1.4% over this period.

· From 1996–1997 to 2007–2008, there has been a marked decline in cervical screening participation among women aged less than 40 years. We have seen large increases in participation amongst older women in this time.

Screening rates in Victoria

· In Victoria, cervical screening rates have also decreased over the years, following the national trend. 

· In 2000–2001, 66.6% of Victorian women aged 20–69 had a Pap test (VCCR, 2002). In 2008–2009, this figure had decreased to 61.3% (correspondence from VCCR, 29.6.10), a drop of 5.3%.

· These latest participation figures are the lowest in a decade.

· Young women aged 20–29 years have the lowest screening rates. 

· 1 in 3 eligible women in Victoria are not screening at the recommended two-yearly interval. This figure increases to 1 in 2 for women aged 20–29 years.

Barriers to cervical screening 
Grainger, 2010
In 2009, a telephone survey commissioned by PapScreen Victoria asked 1000 Victorian women aged 18–69 whether commonly reported barriers to cervical screening applied to them. 


· Young women aged 18–29 were more likely to report Pap tests were awkward, painful or uncomfortable (24%) than women aged 30–49 (15%) and women aged 50 and over (13%).

· Young women aged 18–29 were more likely to report difficulty finding time for a Pap test (26%) compared to women aged 30–49 (21%) and women aged 50 and over (12%).

· Young women aged 18–29 were more likely to think that Pap tests checked for other diseases such as STDs and ovarian cancer as well as cervical cancer (17%) compared to women aged 50 and over (9%).

· Women aged 18–29 were less likely to understand the purpose of a Pap test compared to women aged 30–49, with only 11% correctly associating Pap tests with 'early detection'. 

· 25% of young women aged 18–29 were unable to identify the correct two year screening interval, compared to 12% of women aged 30–49.

· Women from lower socio-economic groups were more likely to report that the test was painful or uncomfortable (low SES 18%, middle SES 21%) compared to women from higher socio-economic groups (13%).

· Women from country Victoria (16%) were more likely than women from metropolitan Melbourne (11%) to report that asking for a Pap test was a barrier. 
· Women who had never had a Pap test reported barriers much more frequently than women who had previously had a test.

· Overall embarrassment was the most frequently reported barrier, reported by 28% of women who had previously had a Pap test and 52% of women who had not. 

Mortality from cervical cancer in Victoria

Victorian Cancer Registry, 2010

· In 2007, 53 Victorian women died from cervical cancer, increasing from 38 in 2006.

· Had mortality rates remained the same as they were in 1990 (the year before population screening began) we would expect there to have been 111 deaths from cervical cancer in 2007, and an estimated 116 deaths in 2009.
· If mortality rates had remained as they were in 1990, an additional 763 women would have died from cervical cancer during the 19 years of PapScreen Victoria.
· This equates to saving one Victorian women from dying of cervical cancer every 10 days.
Incidence of cervical cancer in Victoria

Victorian Cancer Registry, 2010

· Nine out of 10 Victorian women who are diagnosed with cervical cancer have never had a Pap test, or have not followed the recommended two-yearly screening interval in the 10 years prior to diagnosis (VCCR, 2009).

· In 2007, 160 Victorian women were diagnosed with cervical cancer. This is around half the number diagnosed in 1991. 

· Had incidence rates remained the same as they were in 1990 (the year before population screening began) we would expect there to have been 350 diagnoses in 2007, and an estimated 363 diagnoses in 2009.

· If incidence rates had remained as they were in 1990, an additional 2,277 women would have been diagnosed with cervical cancer during the 19 years of PapScreen Victoria.

· This equates to saving 2 Victorian women from being diagnosed with cervical cancer every week.
Mortality from cervical cancer in Australia


· Since the introduction of the screening program, the number of deaths in Australia as a result of cervical cancer has declined.

· In Australia in 2005, cervical cancer was the 18th most common cause of cancer death in women (AIHW, 2008).
· Globally, cervical cancer is the third most common cause of cancer death in women. (IARC, 2010).
· In 2007, 208 Australian women died from cervical cancer (AIHW, 2010), compared with 355 in 1989 (AIHW, 2004).
Incidence of cervical cancer in Australia

· The number of new cases of cervical cancer diagnosed in Australia has declined since the introduction of the screening program. 

· There were 715 new cases of cervical cancer diagnosed in 2006 (AIHW, 2010), compared with 1072 in 1989 (AIHW, 2004). 

Cervical screening in Australia
· Cervical screening began in Australia on an ad hoc basis in the 1960s. Australia’s cervical screening program began as a structured program in 1991 (AIHW, 2008). 

· The Australian Government, and the State and Territory governments fund the screening program.
· National recommendations state that healthy women aged between 18 and 70 who have ever been sexually active should have a Pap test every two years.
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and cervical cancer


· Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women aged 20–69 are more than twice as likely to be diagnosed with cervical cancer compared to non-indigenous women. It is likely that this number is under-reported (AIHW, 2008).
· Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women are over five times more likely to die from cervical cancer than non-indigenous women (AIHW, 2009).
Previous media campaigns

· Previous mass media campaigns conducted by PapScreen Victoria in 2004, 2005, 2007 and 2009 have shown an increase in the number of Pap tests performed during and immediately after the campaign period (denoted by the black dots in Figure 1, p.6). 
· In the current campaign, we hope to reverse the declining cervical screening participation rate in Victoria, especially among younger women. This will help keep both the incidence and mortality rates from cervical cancer low, thus reducing the burden of this preventable cancer on the Victorian community.
What is cervical cancer?

· Cervical cancer is a potentially fatal disease that is mostly preventable if it is detected early and treated appropriately.

· Infection with the human papillomavirus (HPV) can cause abnormalities on the surface of the cervix, some of which if left untreated can develop into cervical cancer over time. 

· Cervical screening (Pap tests) can detect this abnormal cell growth well before cancer develops. These abnormalities can be treated before they progress and therefore prevent cancer developing.

· Typically cervical cancer takes around 10 years to develop.

· HPV is a common sexually transmitted virus, however not all HPV types cause cervical cancer, and many infections clear naturally without progressing to cervical cancer.
· The Pap test is a quick and simple screening test to check for changes to the cells of the cervix that may lead to cervical cancer. 

· In a Pap test a doctor or nurse takes a sample of cells from the surface of the cervix. These are sent to a laboratory for analysis and results are usually available within two weeks.

· Regular Pap tests are still necessary even if women have received the HPV vaccine. This is because the vaccine does not protect against all types of HPV that cause cervical cancer, and does not cure existing HPV infections. 

· Two-yearly Pap tests can reduce the incidence of cervical cancer by up to 90 per cent (VCCR, 2009). The current incidence and mortality of cervical cancer would be substantially reduced if unscreened and underscreened women increased their participation in cervical screening.
