General Victorian statistics
· The average two-yearly participation rate for cervical screening in Victorian women for the 2007–2008 period was 62.3%.

· In 2007, 160 women were diagnosed with cervical cancer in Victoria.

· In 2007, 53 women died from cervical cancer in Victoria.

· Almost 90% of women diagnosed with cervical cancer in Victoria have not had a Pap test or screen very infrequently.
